1. Trinity/HOPE Inc.—Feeding starving children in Haitian Lutheran schools   $5,000 
Funds will provide a noon meal throughout the school year to feed an average of 100 
children in a Lutheran school in Haiti so they are healthier to hear and learn the Word of the 
Lord. 
 
 

2.  Seminary Student Tuition Assistance Matching Grant, St. Louis & Fort Wayne 
$20,000 
Provide tuition assistance to seminary students preparing for the pastoral ministry of the 
LCMS. 
This grant would be matched 1:1 by the LCMS Joint Seminary Fund. 

 
 
3.  The Dwelling Place Transitional Housing, Domestic Violence shelter, Twin Cities $10,000 
Provide housing, food, clothing, curriculum materials, legal and governmental resources, and 
transitional assistance to women and children to find healing through Jesus Christ and end the 
cycle of generational abuse in their families. 
 

4.  Scholarships for Lutheran High Schools in the MN South District      $42,000  
Provide scholarships for needy, deserving students at the six Lutheran High Schools of the 
Minnesota South District equally apportioned at $7,000 per school. 
 
 

 
5.  Full-Time Professional Church Worker Student’s Financial Aid       $40,000 
Provide financial aid to needy church worker students in our Lutheran universities and 
seminaries preparing for full-time ministry in the LCMS. 
 

 
6.  LWML Mission Trip VBS MN South District    $20,000  
Provide funds to cover the expenses of meals, lessons, crafts, and rental of buses, 
classrooms, and meeting rooms for the vacation Bible school for cross cultural children of 
the Mpls/ St. Paul Metro area at Concordia University as an LWML instate mission trip. 
 



 
7.  Lutheran Bible Translators Vehicles for Missionaries in Africa     $10,000 
Help with purchase of a reliable, durable, heavy duty four wheel drive vehicle for LBT 
missionaries working in the field to reach more people with the Good News of Jesus Christ. 
 
 

 
8.  Special Education in Lutheran Schools, Minnesota South District $7,500  
Increase services such as consultation and instructional resources to MN South District Lutheran 
schools and churches so children with special learning needs may come to know Jesus Christ. 
 
 

 
9.  Concordia Seminary, St. Louis Food Bank      $10,000  
Provide funds for supplying basic grocery and personal care item needs for a wide ranging 
student community being formed and educated to serve in pastoral and diaconal ministry. 
 
 

 
10.  Concordia Seminary, Fort Wayne Food and Clothing Co-op    $10,000 
The Food & Clothing Co-op provides basic, staple food items at no cost to seminary students 
preparing for full time church work. Money will fund the purchase of perishable food items. 
 

 
  
11.  Lutheran Blind Mission Outreach Center in Minneapolis  $5,000 
Open a blind outreach center to connect blind and visually-impaired people to the 
church. 
 
 

 
12.  Concordia Renewal Center Support for India $500  
Assist LCMS World Relief and Human Care and the India Evangelical Lutheran Church (IELC) 
to provide education, body and soul care, and spiritual guidance for the victims of Commercially 

and Sexually Exploited Women (CSEW) and their children at Ghatkopar India.  
 
 

The Mite goal for 2010-2012 is $240,000 with 75% ($180,000) to fund MN So District mission grants, and 25% ($60,000) to fund National mission grants.
